• Humbled Himself by becoming obedient even to the 

point of death on the cross

Philippians 2:12-13 act as 
a starting point for 

sanctification

The setting apart of a 
person to make them 

holy
“Work for your salvation”

Sanctification is the effect 
of obedience to the Word 

of God in your life

Philippians 4:9 – “the God of peace will 
be with you”

Romans 4:19-21

Abraham did not allow his gaze to stay 
fixed on the negative (his old, dead 
body) nor on barrenness of Sarah’s 

womb

He fixed his focus firmly on God’s 
almighty ability to fulfil what He 

promisedThe object of our gaze has either a 
transforming or deforming effect, 

depending on weather the object is 
treasure or trash
